As the unjust “war on terror” rages in the Middle East, claiming well over
one-thousand young American lives, the Pentagon has found a new “hot-spot” for the U.S.
military to occupy — our nation’s high schools! From the expansion of the expensive JROTC
program that brings guns into schools to the widespread use of the Armed Services Vocational
Aptitude Battery (ASVAB) test, and from the growing presence of recruiters in classrooms and
school cafeterias to flashy and deceptive “military adventure tours” that market war to elementary
students, the Pentagon is deeply invested in selling military enlistment to youth in the U.S. And now,
the federal legislation of the “No Child Left Behind” Act forces schools across the country to give
military recruiters special access to students’ personal information in exchange for much needed
school funding.

But students — and their parents and teachers — DO have the power to change this!
You can protect your right to privacy and challenge the militarization of our schools by taking action
in your own local community! Here's how...
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Exercise Your Rightto Opt-Out of the Recruitment Process
You havethe right to deny recr uiters accessto your personal
infor mation —and schods are required by law to make all students and
parents aware of thisoption. Just ask to complete your schod’s* opt-
out” form or simply submit your request in writing to your principal.

Educate Others About The Realities of Enlisting
Organize a campaign to make literature avail able at your schodl,
exposing the myths used by recruiters, the many chall enges faced by
soldiers, and the other optionsfor students seeking money for schod or
job training opportunities. Work with a supportive teacher or counselor
or acommunity peacegroup to host events about alternativesto the
military. Invite speakersfrom local groupslike Veteransfor Peaceto
share their experiences with youth in your community.

Change Your School's Policy From “Opt-Out” to “Opt-In”
Several communities have been succes<ul in getting local leadersto
change school policy so that you have to spedfically “opt-in” to sharing
your information with recruiters, which significantly reducesthe

mili tary’s accessto student information. You can also pressure school
officialsto cut JROTC programs & other schod spending on recr uiting.

Say NO! to Taking the ASVAB Standardized Test
It’ sjust one more tod for reauiting in schools— but you don'’t have to
takeit! Request another assessment test from your guidance counselor.
